Lines are designed within cer-

tain parameters and national codes to 

allow for ground clearances and ice and  

wind loading of poles and wires.  The 

course also gives them the knowledge 

to stake new lines within the same pa-

rameters.  Boone works out of the Alli-

ance office and has been employed by 

PREMA for almost 11 years.  

     Dale also works out of the Alliance 

office and has been employed by 

PREMA for a little over 5 years.
